Donations will be given to military members who are deploying to or returning from overseas 
assignments or have been activated for assignments at a New Jersey Military Installation.  This is 
a good project for Scouts, church groups and other community groups wishing to do something 
for our Armed Forces, particularly during the holiday season.  The items being sought are listed 
below:  

• Small travel-size shaving cream 
• Double-edge disposable wrapped razors (individually wrapped – razors cannot be loose in the box)  
• Chap Stick/Lip balm 
• Small travel-size mouthwash 
• Small bottles of baby powder (unscented) 
• Small bottles of foot powder 
• Nasal spray 
• Eye drops (Lubricant Eye Drops, Artificial Tears, etc.) 
• Women’s hygiene items 
• New music CDs 
• New video DVDs 
• Writing tablets 
• Black ink pens 
• Envelopes  
• Bug guard 
• Sun block (SPF 45 or higher) 
• Small travel-size bottles of shampoo (name brands preferred) 
• Small travel-size hand lotion 
• Bath soap (Ivory, Dial) 
• Toilet paper - extra soft 
• Wet wipes 
• Small bottles of hand sanitizer 
• Twisters candy (individually wrapped) 
• Snack crackers (individually wrapped) 
• Granola bars 
• Small cans of fruit 
• Powder drinks (Crystal Light or Gatorade only – NO tea bags, cocoa, cider, coffee, or unsweetened Kool-

Aid)
